GEO-INFORMATICS DEVELOPMENT FUND

The Geo-informatics Development Fund (herein after referred to as the Fund) is a non-profit fund with the objectives to:

a) Financially support research in the fields of cartography and geographic information science;

b) Financially support attendance at recognised conferences in the fields of cartography and geographic information science;

c) Support the advancement of the science of cartography and geographic information.

(Note: In this document the terms ‘geographic information’, ‘geo-spatial information’ and geo-information’ all mean the same and can be used interchangeably.)
The Board that manages the Fund invites applications in support of the objectives of the Fund. Funding will be for post-graduate research or the presentation of a paper at a recognised conference. Applicants must meet the following criteria:

a) Be a South African citizen;

b) Support for research: Be in possession of an appropriate Bachelor degree and registered for or intending to register at a recognised South African university or university of technology for a Honours, Masters or Doctorate degree, consisting of a part or full research component – only the research component will be financially supported by the Fund. The research work must further the science of cartography and/or geo-spatial information.

c) Support for attendance of a recognised conference: A paper must have been accepted by the conference organisers for presentation at the conference. The paper should further the science of or best practice in cartography and/or geo-spatial information. The content of the paper must be of a high standard. The conference must be a national or international conference recognised by either the Geographic Information Society of SA or International Cartographic Association or similar body approved by the Board of the Fund.

Recipients of financial support from the Fund must agree to the terms and conditions of the Fund.

In all matters the decision of the Board of the Fund is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

Terms and Conditions

1. Recipients must acknowledge the support received in their research report (thesis, dissertation) / conference paper and any resulting publications;

2. Recipients of support for research work must write an article, suitable for publication in an accredited journal, on their research work. Such article must be completed within six months of completion of their research;

3. Recipients must provide to the Board a copy of their research report / conference paper and any resulting publications, in hardcopy and digital (MS-Word or PDF) format, within three months of completion thereof;

4. Recipients authorise the Board of the Fund to distribute the research report / conference paper or any resulting publications, to whoever it deems appropriate for the advancement of the knowledge of the science of cartography and/or geo-spatial information. The Board must be able to undertake such distribution without having to pay any royalties or other fees and without having to obtain any further authorisation, including copyright authorisation;

5. The funds provided as financial support to a recipient shall be used only for the purpose for which they are intended;

6. Recipients of financial support for research must provide to the Board progress reports on their work at the end of each semester. The Board reserves the right to withhold any payments or to cancel the financial support should it be deemed that satisfactory progress has not been made. Failure to submit a progress report by the recipient may result in the support being suspended or cancelled. The financial support is for one academic year and recipients, who are desirous of obtaining financial support in subsequent years, must re-apply each year. Generally such requests will receive priority, provided good progress has been made.
7. Recipients undertake to repay to the Fund all monies received in the event that the conditions of the support are not met by the recipient, or support is cancelled. Interest will be charged on any outstanding amounts at the rate of the prime lending rate of ABSA Bank.

8. The Board may make awards for support in part, in whole or not at all.

Applications must be submitted on the appropriate application form (different for research work or attendance of a conference) and received by the Board no later than the due date. A certified copy of the applicant’s I.D. and proof of registration/acceptance must be attached to the application.

Due date for applications:

a) Research work: 30 September for the following academic year.

b) Conference attendance: 30 April and 31 October of each year.
